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Description:

This generic educational seminar will provide an overview of the most common tile and stone installation problems. This
presentation provides information on the causes, corrections, and prevention of ceramic tile and stone installation
failures. By considering the problems that may occur, architects and specifiers will be in a better position to correctly
specify an installation so that problems can be avoided in the future.
